Dear Mr Mills 
In accordance with the Summary Offences Act No. 25 of 1988, no objection is raised by the NSW Police Force to conduct your event on Saturday 23 May, 2009.  
In the interest of public safety the following conditions must be agreed upon prior to final approval being granted by NSW Police Force. 

1. The initial marshalling location is to be Martin Place between Pitt and Castlereagh Streets.  
2. Event to commence no earlier than 12miday at Martin Place (excluding setup times) and finish no later then 3.00pm at Sydney Square (Town Hall). 
3. The procession is to commence promptly at 1.00pm.  The procession must not commence until a direction is given by Police – this is to ensure that the route is safe and all traffic points are in place.  This time frame MUST be strictly adhered to avoid congestion issues as discussed. 
4. Any Police direction to be promptly obeyed. 

5. Emergency access to be maintained for emergency services AT ALL TIMES. 

6. No pyrotechnic or other explosive devices that constitute prohibited articles are to be present or used at the event. 

7. No banners, flags or placards containing offensive language or obscene slogans or pictures are to be present or used at the event.

8. The Police Force considers the burning of any article, flag or effigy a public safety hazard. The Police Force reserves the right to take such actions as may be deemed necessary to ensure the safety of participants, the general public and police officers, should such activity occur.
9. An adequate number of civilian marshals (approximately 30) must be provided and they are to wear distinctive items of clothing, which identifies them as ‘official marshals’. These marshals are to remain identifiable at all times and they are to actively maintain crowd control and behaviour. They must ensure that the crowd disperses at the conclusion of the event / rally in an orderly and proper manner.

10. The event organiser is to ensure that no damage is occasioned to public or private property. Should such damage occur the organiser to the best of his/her ability is to assist police in identifying those responsible for such damage. 

11. The organiser will to the best of his/her ability assist police in identifying any person(s) responsible for the commission of any criminal offence. 

12. Under no circumstances are any participants to enter any building / premises without permission. 

13. Mobile phone numbers of organisers and marshals are to be supplied to the Inspector of Police prior to the commencement of the event. 
14. Your procession route will be the following. 

12.00pm - Assemble in Martin Place between Pitt Street and Castlereagh Street for speeches.  Portable PA only to be used by those addressing the participants.
1.00pm – commence procession south down Pitt Street, turn right into King Street. 

Proceed west in King Street before turning left onto George Street 

Proceed South on George Street, and enter into Sydney Square (next to Town Hall).  All participants are to leave the roadway and enter into Sydney Square.  (Traffic points will be released).      
Speeches in Sydney Square.  Portable PA only to be used by those addressing the participants.

Disperse from Sydney Square no later then 3.00pm 
15. The organiser Mr Dale Mills is required to be present during the entirety of the assembly to liaise with the Duty Officer / Sergeant from NSW Police Force should issues arise.  

16. No floats, vehicles or animals are to be included in the procession.

17. No offensive noise or excessive noise to be used during the event. 

We acknowledge your Associations continued co-operation in these assemblies and look forward to a continued collaborative approach in preserving your rights to public assembly and the rights of others.
